Sometimes human relationships go awry, but Christ’s
choice for us is irrevocable. In marriage celebrations, the
Church always recalls God’s faithfulness to help prepare
married couples for enduring the inevitable rough spots. The
Byzantine liturgy does this by adorning the couple with crowns
that remind them of the martyr’s crown. The couple therefore
takes on a vocation of witnessing to the sacredness of life in all
of its suffering and joy, and of keeping their eyes fixed on the
banquet of heaven.
