TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 
Saturday’s feast of the Presentation is a day for the blessing of candles. Why does liturgy require candles? In the first 
years of the church, worship was often at night, and candles and torches were carried from place to place within the 
worship space as needed. Candles were also a mark of festivity and hospitality when people gathered for prayer in 
homes, and later on in large buildings with thick walls and dark corners. But even after gaslight and electricity, candles 
were kept. 
 Part of the reason has to do with the warm, clean light of a candle’s flame. Candles are a good sign of the partnership 
of God and creation: wax made by bees, gathered and fashioned by human hands into something beautiful and useful. In 
order for the light to shine, the candle surrenders itself, almost as if it is pouring itself out so that the light can flood into 
the world. The candle of baptism, placed into our hands, and carried again and again, speaks silently of that same 
wisdom. If you would save your life, you must lose it. You must pour your life out like Christ so that you may be filled 
with the light of his love.

FLU SEASON ETIQUETTE 

With the arrival of the cold and flu season, we thought we would provide some helpful guidelines for your participation 
in the Liturgy.  If you are sick, please stay home.  Please remember that it is not a sin to miss Mass because you are sick.  
If you are attending Mass, please be understanding if your neighbor is choosing not to shake hands.  A simple gesture 
like a smile or bow of the head would be appropriate to demonstrate the mutual charity celebrated at that time during 
Mass.  During this season, please strongly consider receiving the Eucharist in the hand only.  Receiving the Eucharist 
under both species is up to the individual.  It is important to remember, however, that Christ is truly and completely 
present under each of the sacramental signs of either bread or wine.  Therefore, if you are ill, please consider refraining 
from the cup during this flu season.
