Today’s theme on the Readings:  MID-LENT CHECK-IN 
 
 God says to Moses, “This is what you shall tell the Israelites: I AM sent me to you . . . The Lඈඋൽ, the God of your 
[ancestors], the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, the God of Jacob” (Exodus 3:14, 15). As Jesus would later say, God 
is not a God of the dead, but of the living, and so we believe that the dead will one day rise. At this midpoint of Lent, we 
pause to consider how our repentance is leading us to the Resurrection, to our reunion with the great “I AM.” Part of our 
repentance involves working to secure justice for all and helping our neighbor to live in God’s ways. We encourage each 
other and nurture each other, like the compassionate gardener of today’s Gospel, who tells the owner of the orchard that 
he will nurture the tree, fertilize it, and perhaps it will bear fruit.

A form of bodily prayer, fasting and 
abstinence in union with other Christians 
reminds us of our utter dependence on and 
love for God. A gesture of repentance, 
fasting is symbolic of a change of heart as 

we turn away from sin to live in fidelity to the Gospel.  
Lenten Regulations:   
Fasting: Ages 18-59 fast on Ash Wednesday and Good  
Friday, limiting themselves to one full meal and two  
smaller meals each day, with no snacking between meals.   
Abstinence:  Catholics age 14 and older  abstain from 
meat on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays 
of Lent.

the hand only.  Receiving the Eucharist under both 

species is up to the individual.  It is important to 
remember, however, that Christ is truly and completely 

present under each of the sacramental signs of either 
bread or wine.  Therefore, if you are ill, please consider

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 

Hollywood has given us an image of Moses slipping off 
his shoes before a burning bush. God has just called 
Moses by name, and so that Moses doesn’t miss the 
meaning of this breakthrough in human history, God 
requires that all barriers to the experience be eliminated. 
If you’ve ever tried to maneuver barefoot across hot sand, 
or pick your way along a rocky beach, you know how 
sensitive feet can be. 
 Within the Church, there are religious orders with a 
custom of going barefoot, not merely to show poverty, but 
to be an outward sign of a desire for connection with 
creation, a desire to go through life alert to what God is 
doing. In early days, when reconciliation was a 
once‑in‑a‑lifetime possibility, penitents often went 
barefoot for a long period of time as a sign of their 
conversion. Even today, people follow an ancient practice 
of slipping off their shoes to walk in the procession to the 
cross on Good Friday. It is striking that the first use of our 
newly‑scrubbed feet from Holy Thursday night is to walk 
resolutely in the footsteps of Christ to the cross.
