Good Sunday to you. In the library we have many books 
that are written by or about several of our popes. Among these are Saint 
Pope John Paul II, Benedict XVI and Saint Pope John XXIII. For example 
The Spirit of the Liturgy, by Joseph Cardinal Ratzinger , (Benedict 
XVI), offers his unique insights on the “great prayer of the Church.” He 
writes as one in fear of the liturgy losing its “hidden wealth and beauty”. 
The Cardinal also includes his thoughts on what he considers to be basic 
misunderstandings of the Second Vatican Council’s intentions for 
liturgical renewal. Perhaps this is an important read.  
 
Here are a few other titles that may be of interest to you. Also from Pope 
Benedict comes The Apostles. It is through these men, says the Pope, that 
we see Jesus himself. Next is Saint Pope John Paul II’s Book of Mary. 
This is a compilation of his thoughts on the Blessed Mother compiled by 
Margaret R. Bunson. Lastly, Pope John XXIII Letters To His Family. 
Spanning the time from his seminary days to his pontificate, we can learn 
much here about the personal and spiritual underpinnings of this now 
canonized pope. What better way to get closer to the Lord than to sit at the 
feet of his chosen ones.

We will be hosting a session on 
May 22, 2018 at 9:30 AM if you would like to 
attend right here at home.

The House of Prayer for Priests here in our 
Diocese of Orange is located across the street 
from Holy Sepulcher Cemetery in East Orange 
and provides a quiet place for prayer and 
reflection with overnight accommodations for up 
to nine priests. Fr. Domenico is the Director of 
the House of Prayer and is available to priests for 
spiritual direction and for Mass and the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation. 
 
Through the wonderful generosity of Orange 
County Catholics the House of Prayer 
was  designed and built over 35 years ago and 
now has begun to show need for major repair. A 
new roof and significant repairs to the rooms and 
grounds are needed. The priests in each deanery 
(a cluster of 8-10 parishes) have been asked to 
raise $20,000.00 in each of the 7 deaneries of the 
Diocese of Orange to cover the expense of the 
repairs.
