Library Corner

Good Sunday to you! Are you aware that we now have Catholic
Radio available? Relevant Radio broadcasts on KHJ 930 AM, Los
Angeles, and on 1000 AM, San Diego. Why is a librarian writing

to you about the radio? Often, they interview some of the most
current Catholic authors and discuss their latest books. One of their
hosts, Patrick Madrid, is himself a very well known and respected

Catholic, apologist, author, and speaker. His program airs
Monday — Friday, 6:00 am to 9:00 am. I encourage you to listen to
Patrick and the other excellent programing and when you hear of a
book that you think should be in our collection, jot down the title
and author and drop it by the library or place it in our return
location in the office entryway. Please do this and be a part of our
team. Help us to provide the most recent and important
materials to our parishioners.
We actually have several of Patrick Madrid’s books on our shelves.
One title that may be of interest to you is:

Why Is That In Tradition? In this book Mr. Madrid treats
common misunderstandings that prevail, especially among
non-Catholics, about many Church traditions. He gives us tools to

explain our faith’s practices when we are challenged to do so.
So, listen to Catholic Radio and when you hear of an interesting
book, get the information to us. In the meantime, come in and see

what we already have to offer.
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Fr. Justice led parishioners in a traditional procession to honor the Eucharist
after the 5:00 pm Mass on Sunday, June 3, The Solemnity of the Most Holy

Body and Blood of Christ. The feast day is also known as Corpus Christi, a
Latin phrase that means “Body of Christ.”

It has been celebrated by the Church since 1264 to commemorate the institution of [ESs
the Holy Eucharist. A German priest, Fr. Peter of Prague, was having doubts about
Jesus being truly present in the Blessed Sacrament. He was affected by the
growing debate among certain theologians who, for the first time in the history of !
the Church, began introducing doubts about the Body and Blood of Christ being
actually present in the consecrated bread and wine. In response to his doubt, when
he recited the prayer of consecration as he celebrated the Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass, blood started seeping from the consecrated host and onto the altar and
corporal.

Inspired by the miracle, Pope Urban commissioned a Dominican friar, St. Thomas
Aquinas, to compose the Mass and Office for the feast of Corpus Christi. His
hymns in honor of the Holy Eucharist, Pange Lingua, Tantum Ergo, Panis
Angelicus, and O Salutaris Hostia are the beloved hymns the Church sings as
throughout the year during Exposition and Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament.
