God hears our prayers for help and is 
always ready to save us. As our faith deepens, so does our desire to do the works of justice and charity that build up the 
reign of God. God directs our actions in ways we often cannot see, and we don’t always see the results. We are called 
upon in faith to trust that what we do is enough, and that willingness to listen to God’s promptings will lead us in the 
right way.

A look around the Church: Holy Water  
 

Water symbolizes purity of body and spirit, and death and 
life.  The word "font" comes from the word that means fountain 
or spring.  Small vessels with holy water are placed at the main 
entrance of the church, we dip our fingers into holy water to 
bless ourselves on entering and leaving the church as a way of 
reminding us of our baptism when we became members of 
God's family, the Church, and to thank Jesus for having 
sacrificing Himself on the cross for our redemption.  Sprinkling 
with holy water is done before Mass on special religious days, 
weddings, funerals and blessings (houses, cars, etc).
