The Library Corner

Good Sunday to you. Next Sunday, October 7, parishes across the
United States have been asked to pray a Rosary for the needs of our
nation. At STM our prayer will begin at 1:00 pm, led by Fr. Justice.
Today I thought I might briefly introduce you to three of our books

on the Rosary. While only one of these discusses the addition, by

St. John Paul II, of the Luminous Mysteries, all three provide an
excellent introduction and a deepening of our understanding
of this ancient Catholic prayer.

The Secret of the Rosary, by St. Louis De Montfort.
Probably the best known and most widely read book on the
Rosary, this classic writing has been said to contain
“everything that can be said about the Rosary”.

The Rosary of OQur Lady, by Romano Guardini. St. Teresa
of Calcutta has said: “...let us thank God for The Rosary of
Our Lady ..., it will help many to draw closer to Jesus
through Mary”.

The Rosary: Chain of Hope, by Fr. Benedict Groeschel,
C.F.R. Fr. Groeschel explores “the meaning, history and all
the mysteries of the Rosary (20), focusing on the theme of
hope.... (He) takes us on a spiritual journey that will move
the reader to greater depths of faith and prayer”.

Our nation and the world could certainly benefit from more
Rosary’s right now. Please Pray.
