The prophet Malachi preaches 
fire and brimstone, warning us that evildoers will perish in flames. Saint Paul offers his own warning to the Thessalonians: keep 
busy, but never become a busybody. He reminds Christians that the apostles themselves worked in  toil and drudgery  as a model for 
how we ought to contribute to our community. The Gospel returns to the apocalyptic tone of Malachi, describing the utter chaos of 
the end-times. We will know the end is near when violence, catastrophe, and hatred dominate the earth. But we must not fear! God s 
saving plan brings peace to our hearts. Malachi speaks of the sun s  healing rays,  and Jesus himself promises to protect every hair on 
our heads.
