Today’s theme on the Readings: GOD’S LAWS 
 God’s laws are not intended to burden or torment us. Instead they are guideposts that point us in the direction of 
good living. Accordingly, good living requires loving God and loving one another. We should not follow God’s laws out 
of fear of what might happen if we don’t, but rather view them as a foundation for building relationships and trust with 
one another and with God. 
 The Shema prayer of Orthodox Jews is based on the reading from Deuteronomy today, “Hear, O Israel.” Every 
morning people recite the prayer as a profession of their love for God and pledge their obedience to God throughout the 
day. They pass on their love of God to their children, from one generation to the next.

CHALICE – is a special cup that holds the wine which when 
consecrated at Mass becomes the Precious Blood of Christ. 

WINE FLAGON and 
WATER CRUET –  
are little pitchers that hold 
the wine and water used at 
Mass. 

PALL – is a small white linen 
square made out of stiff material 
that is used to cover the chalice. 

CORPORAL – is a square linen 
cloth that is laid on the altar.  The 
chalice and paten are placed on top of 
this cloth that catches any particles 
that might fall or spill from the 
chalice or paten.  

PATEN – is a small plate used to hold the host which when 
consecrated at Mass becomes the Precious Body of Christ. 

CIBORIUM – is a chalice-like vessel used for distributing the 
Precious Body of Christ during Communion and is also used to 
hold and store the Precious Body of Christ in the Tabernacle 
(see photo on right).
