PYX – is a small round container that serves for carrying the 
Precious Body of Christ to the sick and homebound of our 
parish that desire to receive the Eucharist.  Our parish has 
Extra-Ordinary Ministers of the Eucharist to the Sick and 
Homebound who are trained to distribute the Eucharist.  They 
are also trained in protecting the Blessed Eucharist from being 
tampered with and desecrated. 

BURSE – is a small leather case used for safely transporting 
the pyx and the Precious Body of Christ in it.  It is worn 
around the neck. 

MONSTRANCE (or OSTENSORIUM) – is a sacred 
vessel maybe made of gold, silver, copper or brass.  The 
monstrance is used to publicly expose or exhibit the 
Blessed Sacrament during Eucharistic Adoration, 
Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament or being carried 
during Eucharistic Procession.  The priest or deacon 
uses a humeral veil (a rectangular-shaped silk cloth) 
when touching the monstrance when it contains the 
Blessed Sacrament.   

LUNETTE or LUNULA – is made of gold or silver, it 
holds the Blessed Sacrament in an upright position 
when exposed in the monstrance. 

THABOR TABLE – is a stand on 
which the monstrance is set when it 
is not being transported.
