A look around your church 
 
AMBRY – from the Latin armarium is a small special display cabinet, cupboard or box which holds the holy oils used in the 
administration of the sacraments.  Throughout the Bible, there are various references that indicate the importance of olive oil in 
everyday life for the Jews.  Olive oil was used in cooking and baking, fuel for lamps and for medicine.  The Jews also used olive oil 
to anoint a guest’s head as a sign of welcome and to prepare a body for burial.  Olive oil is used for all the three holy oils stored in 
the ambry. 
 
The Oil of Catechumens (Oilio Sanctum, bottle is marked “O.S.”) is used with the sacrament of Baptism.  This anointing symbolizes 
the person’s need for the help and strength of God and to be baptized into the Catholic life and faith as a child of God. 
 
The Oil of the Infirm (bottle is marked “O.I.”) is blessed by the bishop and is used in the sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick. 
 
Holy or Sacred Chrism (bottle is marked “S.C.”) is a mixture of olive oil and balsam, an aromatic resin.  This oil is used immediately 
after Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders for the sanctification of individuals.
