My Dear People,

Today’s theme on the Readings: LIGHT

“Awake, O sleeper, and arise from the dead, and Christ will give you light” (Ephesians 5:14). We are at the midpoint of our Lenten
journey of conversion. As always, God never gives up on us, especially those who have “fallen asleep” along the road to conversion.
The most powerful stories of conversion are proclaimed during these final weeks of Lent. They have the power to shake us out of our
sleep. Today’s Gospel story of the healing of the man born blind exposes the real blindness in the time of Christ—the blindness of
the self-righteous religious leaders. In a few weeks, at the Easter Vigil, the Church will proclaim “Christ our Light” as the paschal
candle is carried into darkened churches throughout the world. May the darkness of sin that still pervades our lives, communities,

and world, be dispelled by the Christ who comes to bring sight to the blind and light to the world.

A form of
bodily prayer, fasting and abstinence in union with other Christians reminds us of our utter
dependence on and love for God. A gesture of repentance and fasting is symbolic of a change of
heart as we turn away from sin to live in fidelity to the Gospel.
Lenten Regulations:
Fx'_ m Fasting: Ages 18-59 fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, limiting themselves to one full meal
g and two smaller meals each day, with no snacking between meals.
Abshm Abstinence: Catholics age 14 and older abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and
asmecei @l the Fridays of Lent.
