The STM Parish
Library has a perfect book on this topic entitled, ‘Five Loaves and
Two Fish’, authored by Venerable Cardinal Francis-Xavier Nguyen
Van Thuan. Shortly after being named Bishop of Saigon, he was
arrested by the communist police and sent to prison. He spent
thirteen years in communist prisons, and nine of them in solitary
confinement, but his spiritual growth and evangelization work was
just getting started. Cardinal Van Thuan offers his life story as an
example of the great things God can work through his servants.
He recalls this experience using seven points: Live in the present,
God will show you what He wants you to do, Prayer, Eucharist,
Love and Unity, the Immaculate Mary and Choose Jesus. In this
way we are to give our all to God, receiving much in return
for our suffering.
