Today’s theme on the readings: PRAYER AND SERVICE
How do we bring balance and joy to our lives of prayer and
service to our loving God?

In the Gospel today, Jesus tells Martha that her concern about
doing the right thing as dictated by Jewish tradition might not
be the best use of her energies. Her sister, Mary, who sits in rapt
attention at Jesus’ feet, should not be rebuked. Is Jesus trying to
show Martha that she needs to make time for her spiritual
nourishment?

Abraham and Sarah in the first reading seem to be just like
Martha. And yet Abraham’s eager welcome and joyful serving
of his “visitors” seems almost spiritual. How like Paul, in the
second reading, rejoicing in his service to the gospel!

A reflection from Fr. Louis...

By the grace of God, | was born into a wonderfully large (and largely wonderful) family of ten kids, with
two loving parents. Our schooling journey ranged from parochial school, to public high school, to
Catholic high school, to homeschool, to community college, to State University. But the one constant
amidst any stage of school was the communal singing my whole family did at Mass as a choir. | think
that singing together as a family has been one of the greatest contributors to my own formation leading
me to become the Catholic man—and now priest—that God has so desired of me. Because of my
family’s singing at Mass—at St. Thomas More—I got involved with other ministries at the parish: music
for the youth Mass, confirmation retreats, young adult adoration, Life Teen, XLTs, and more. | have so
cherished the moments of helping out at the parish on many levels. And throughout all of this God
indeed worked to fashion His plan in the heart of one who came to share in His own love for His Church.
Having finished up my two years at the local community college, and worked for another year, God
gave me the grace to pursue a path that only He can call one to. | entered St. Michael’s Abbey as a
postulant in the late summer of 2014, received the white habit at Christmas of the same year, entered
the more official novitiate years of formation, and eventually received a masters in theology from a
seminary based out of Toronto, Canada. Having just finished a year of additional studies this past year
out in Rome, Italy, the Good Lord has now seen fit to raise my very little self to the undeserved but
joyfully accepted dignity of the Priesthood. | am just bursting with the abundance of His grace and ever
so grateful for His unending mercies. | ask that you continue to pray for me as | continue to strive to do
His will, and know that | shall be praying for you my beloved home parish of St. Thomas More, for
whom, as faithful members of Christ’s Body, | have been united to the sacrificial victim upon the altar.
