Sunday in Ordinary Time. The Parish Library will be open today
from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm.

Do you know about the amazing life of an Italian priest who
became a world-famous modern-day saint for his physical
stigmata, his mystic miracles and for his supernatural insights?
Yes, I am referring to Saint Padre Pio who bore the stigmata for
over fifty years, who was able to bilocate himself, who has
numerous confirmed miracles of healing, and by his presence is
believed to be associated with the ‘Aroma of Paradise’. The Parish
Library has an excellent book on this Saint titled, ‘Padre Pio: The
True Story’, authored by C. Bernard Ruffin. Saint Padre Pio was
born, Francesco Forgione, on May 25, 1887 in Pietrelcina, Italy
and died on September 23, 1968, in San Giovanni Rotondo, Italy.
He was canonized on June 16, 2002 by the Roman Catholic
Church. Ruffin manages to present a very clear image of Saint
Padre Pio with a balance of history, biography and spiritual
development to show us how pragmatic he was and yet how he
lived an astonishing spiritual human life.
