Central mosaic mural exalting the kingship of Christ

Holy Spirit relief in the ceiling at the intersection of the nave and transept

Arches with ambulatory (walkway on the sides of the church)

Decorative coffered ceiling

Shrine to the Blessed Mother

Confessionals with screens

Acoustical treatment to make the spoken word easily understandable
