The St Thomas More Parish Library staff would like 
to wish all our parishioners a Happy Second Sunday 
of Advent. The Parish Library will be open today 
from 9:00am to 1:00pm. 
 

Did you know that Catholic Ecclesiology has divisions known as 
the ‘three states of the Church’? The Catholic Church 
commemorates these divisions as the Church Militant, the Church 
Penitent and the Church Triumphant. These are terms represented 
and precisely stated in the Lumen Gentium by Pope Paul VI in 
1964. The Church Militant is engaged in constant warfare against 
the world, sin, the flesh and the devil. The Church Penitent means 
repenting for those Christians that have died in the state of grace 
who are in Purgatory, being purified of their imperfections before 
entering heaven. The Church Triumphant means exulting and 
exceedingly rejoicing eternally in the glory of God, to whom they 
are united in the beatific vision, heaven. Lumen Gentium affirms 
the absolute necessity of the Catholic Church, founded by the Lord 
Himself, as the means of our salvation in Christ. Without the 
Church, we do not have the New Testament, the Sacraments, 
Sanctifying Grace, the Magisterium, the Saints and their 
intercession and the Salvation and Grace of the Holy Mass.
