God has
not given up on us. Indeed, God keeps pursuing us, and eagerly seeks to reconcile with us. God’s initiative to set the world aright
culminates with Jesus, whose coming John the Baptist announces. John’s prophetic message summons us to join in God’s
reconciling work, by living generously and justly in our daily lives. As we rejoice in God’s grace, we then extend the fruits of this
grace to all. .
